
 

 

 

 

For a limited time only the Rome Municipal 

Court is offering an amnesty program as a 

goodwill gesture to individuals who face arrest 

and other penalties due to a past failure to 

appear (FTA) at court. This program offers 

citizens the opportunity to dispose of delinquent 

traffic citations, parking citations, and/or failure 

to appear warrants with the City of Rome issued 

prior to December 31, 2014. The contempt fines 

will be waived and the eligible warrants will be 

lifted with no additional fines and/or penalties.  

 

The four week amnesty period is March 2, 2015 through March 31, 2015.
