In 1994 the Floyd
Superior Court began offering the seminar to
address the dynamics of the effects of divorce
on children and to assist parents in helping
their children cope with the divorce. Since
then, more than 5,000 parents have attended
our sessions, and despite the program’s
mandatory attendance policy, over 90% of
parents attending have rated the program as
helpful. As a result, many divorces have
become less traumatic, with parents electing
to use negotiation over confrontation.

Referral information on
local resources will be available for those
having those needs.

the process of divorce.
