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Addendum #1 –Useful Information
Prospected Bidders

RE: Entrance to the building for equipment/material

Here are some things to take into account while preparing bids.  There are three (3) primary entrances available to unload equipment.  The original drawing is being revised to better reflect the options and will be posted next week.  Below is a summary of the options.

Front Entrance

The front has a typical dock level door, with a manual plate, that is 10’ high x 8’ wide.  You can see on the drawing that the doors do not line up perfectly with an interior door to the warehouse, but does allow for any equipment less up to nearly 10’ high and less than 15’ to be unloaded.  The equipment can be longer but will have to be less than 6’ wide to make the angle to enter the warehouse.

Side Entrance – Outside

We have added a 10’ x 10’ door on the side that is ground level.  It will be perpendicular to the driveway.  This could be a good way to unload a long piece of equipment up to nearly 10’ wide and high, but a crane would likely be needed to lift the equipment and turn it, then use some sort of conveyance to get in the building.  The area north of the driveway is vegetative and WILL NOT allow a truck to back up to this door

Side Entrance – Inside

The addition on the north side of the building will have at least a 24’ high x 14’ wide door on the front.  There will be a 10’ high x 12’ wide door inside the addition to enter the warehouse.  A truck can back up and offload here, but the doors are both ground level and there will be a significant angle not conducive to anything long.
