Procurri Questions

Would you accept non-channel refurbished or new in box as another alternative to Cisco certified refurbished if we can still meet the next business day replacement and 2 hour replacement spare? 

We require Cisco Smartnet so the replacement is covered by Cisco not the vendor.

All switches must include next day replacement support – Are they indicating Smartnet or just a spare? 

We require Cisco Smartnet as stated above.  A spare/loaner is required on site within 2 hours of outage for us to use until the new switch covered by smartnet is delivered. 
Vendor must keep at least 1 of each model of switch in stock for us to use in case of equipment failure until the next day replacement arrives – So basically two spares? Also goes back to the smartnet comment
